St. Michael’s Hospice opened in 1992 
to provide care for patients with an 
illness for whom cure is not possible 
and the goal of care is to provide 
the best possible quality of life. The 
majority of St. Michael’s patients have 
cancer but those with other chronic 
life-limiting illnesses are also cared for 
at the Hospice.  

The Hospice staff work as a multi-
disciplinary team to provide holistic 
care to patients and their families.

The range of services that St. Michael’s 
Hospice is able to offer patients 
include: 

•	 In-Patient, Day Care and Hospice at 
Home services

•	 Out-Patient Clinics

•	 Physiotherapy, occupational and 
complementary therapy

•	 Chaplaincy, bereavement and family 
support services.

All hospice patient and family support 
services are provided free of charge.

Why do we need your Sponsorship?

St. Michael’s Hospice has running 
costs of £2.6million per year.  We 
receive less than 30% funding from the  
Hampshire Primary Care Trust leaving 
£1.8 million to be raised through our 
seven charity shops and fundraising 
activities. 

Wherever possible we try to ensure that 
our event costs are kept to a minimum, 
by doing this and securing Corporate 
Sponsorship we are able to ensure that 
maximum benefit is derived by the 
income generated from the event.

Sponsorship packages are based on the 
total predicted expenditure of the event 
and can be tailored to suit your specific 
business requirements.
